Applicants to the BM, MM and DMA degree programs (regardless of major) are REQUIRED to audition and must bring this form
AND an updated comprehensive repertoire list to their Live Audition in Rochester or at a Regional Center in the United States.

Auditions in Rochester:

Cello, Clarinet, Conducting, Flute, Organ, Piano Performance, Violin, Voice, Graduate applicants in Percussion, Graduate Applicants in
Trumpet, and DMA candidates in Music Education who wish to audition in Rochester must submit the PRESCREENING FORM with a
prescreening recording, a complete repertoire list and application by December 1 for initial consideration. Voice majors choosing this audition
option must also submit the Vocal Accompanist Request Form. All candidates must bring this form and a repertoire list to their live audition.

Auditions at a Regional Center:

If you are scheduled for a regional audition, you must bring this completed form to your live audition; attach to this form a list of significant repertory
performed or studied in the last 5 years for review by the audition committee. Cello, Clarinet, Flute, Piano Performance, Violin, Voice, and Graduate
Applicants in Trumpet who wish to audition at a regional audition must submit and prepare a prescreening recording for review; you will be scheduled
for a regional audition on a space-available basis and/or following review of the recording. Regional audition sites may fill eatly. It is patticularly important
for regional candidates to apply as eatly as possible. Vocal applicants must provide their own accompanist for their regional audition. Candidates
auditioning at regional sites in Asia in the Fall must follow the audition instructions at: http://www.usaschoolsofmusic.com/. Candidates auditioning in
Asia must submit an application to Eastman for their audition to be reviewed; the audition in Asia may function as a prescreening recording in advance of
a live Rochester or US-regional audition following application submission.

Auditions by Recording:
ONLY those candidates auditioning by self-prepared recording should submit this form with the audition recording, repertoire list and application to the

Admissions Office by the December 1 application deadline. These are candidates who choose not to audition in Rochester or at a regional center. These
self-prepared recordings are viewed as audition recordings, (not prescreening recording), and must include the complete audition tepetrtory on the
recording. These recordings should be clearly labeled “RECORDED AUDITION” and mailed according to the last page of the application instructions.

BM, MM or DMA applicants in only Composition, or Jazz Studies and Contemporary Media must submit the relevant Supplemental Form, which serves
as a prescreening form for either major. These candidates must bring this completed Audition Repertory Form and a comprehensive repertoire list to the

live audition if invited, following prescreening review and approval. Music education majors must refer to the supplemental information for degree

programs in Music Fducation and submit the information requested on that form.
Audition repertory requirements are posted on the Eastman School of Music Admissions Office Website.
Auditions, with the exception of voice, are unaccompanied. Voice and Piano applicants must memorize their live audition program.

All Voice Applicants auditioning in Rochester must submit the Vocal Accompanist Request Form.
