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Graduate Award Number 20—Classtoom Teacher of Piano

In Spring 2009, Graduate Award No. 20 will be assigned to select candidates on the basis of a submitted video recording (in
DVD format) of a teaching demonstration. The only exceptions to this policy are for current Eastman students enrolled in
Pedagogy (or who have taken the Pedagogy course at Eastman) who are NOT subject to this requirement.

You must apply for Graduate Award Number 20 in the online application and send a video example of your teaching to the Admissions
Office by Friday, February 27, 2009. Candidates should plan ahead to ensure that a successful teaching demonstration can be scheduled
and taped in the event of being assigned a live audition.

Candidates should submit this video only after confirmation of a live audition is received (following prescreening review).
Candidates applying by recording may submit their video at any time before Friday, February 27, 2009.

There are two Class Piano labs at Eastman; the larger lab (with 10 student keyboards)ish oused i n a 6 smar tss,ar o on
Data projector and screen. The labs contain a Yamaha Clavinova CVP Teacher Station Keyboard and 10 CLP Clavinovas all connected to

a MLC-100 Controller; a Yamaha Disklavier (model MX10011) and a Key/Note Visualizer. While preferential consideration will be

given to applicants who demonstrate their teaching skills using a digital keyboard lab, it is not required.

In this pedagogical excerpt, you may select one or two topics from the list below, and teach them for up to 10 minutes. Professor Tony
Caramia (the supervisor of the Class Piano Program) is primarily interested in how you articulate your teaching strategies as they pertain

to teaching a group of music majors at the Eastman School of Music.

You may use any piano class text with which you are familiar. At Eastman, we use Keyboard MusiciarBbgk 1 (8t edition) and Book 2
(8t edition) by Lyke and Caramia (Stipes Publishing Company, Champaign, IL).

Please keep in mind that this is NOT a theory class; you are being evaluated on your ability to teach class piano.

Teaching Topics

Prepare select one or two topics; you may use up to ten (10) minutes for your presentation.

Successful applicants for this Graduate Award will be teaching groups of music majors at the Eastman School of Music.
Classes meet twice per week; each semester is 15 weeks.

2. Week #4: introduction of five-finger pattern

3. Week #8: introduction of white key major scales
Second semester:

4. Week #3: introduction of white key minor scales, harmonic form
