Applicants requesting Graduate Awal
that are performandmsed (for example, a stipend or fellowship awarded for ensemble participation) are considered on the basis c
degree program audition. Qth@raduate Awards require preparation of specific materials, and interviews or auditions with fac
members who supervise those Awards. In almost all cases, all Graduate Award interviews and auditions are schewuty @s the sa
t he ap p litiondnterviewsfer a degrele program. In 20§raduate pianidtsthe performance major (not the accompanying major)
are required to stay for two days to facilitate all interviews and auditions.

Faculty supervisors are reluctant to recommend candidates for positions of responsibility unless they have had an opportunity
to meet and evaluate those candidates; applicants who cannot audition in Rochester have significantly reduced chances of
receiving a Graduate Award. Graduate Awards are assigned for the school year; because of this, there are significantly reduced
opportunities for extra Graduate Awards to be assigned to graduate students during the school year.
