By December 1, this form must be submitted with a Prescreening Recording and Repertoire List by the following candidates:
All Conducting applicants (a live Rochester audition is required for admission)

All applicants whose instrument is Cello, Clarinet, Flute, Organ, Piano Performance, Violin, Voice

And Graduate applicants in Percussion, Graduate Applicants in Trumpet, and DMA candidates in Music Education

Note: Applicants to the following majors should use the relevant departmental form as a prescreening form:
Composition, Ethnomusicology, Jazz, Music Theory, Music Theory Pedagogy and Musicology.

IMPORTANT:

By December 1, all applicants in the above degree programs and majors must submit a Prescreening Recording for initial
consideration. The recording should be clearly marked: “PRESCREENING RECORDING”. To assist in the timely processing and
review of your application, follow the mailing directions on the last page of the graduate or undergraduate instructions.

Include a repertoire list of works performed or studied in the last 5 years, and a complete set of application materials for review by the Audition
Committee. Received materials will not be reviewed if an online application has not been submitted or if the materials are not postmarked by
December 1 and received in advance of prescreening review, resulting in termination of the application. Following prescreening review, all
candidates scheduled for a live audition (either in Rochester or at a regional audition site) must bring a complete, updated Repertoire List and an
Audition Repertory Form to the audition.

Prescreened candidates who request a regional audition must also submit an initial recording for review. This recording will be part of your
application review and may serve as a prescreened recording for your regional audition or as an audition recording if you cannot attend your
regional audition. Successful prescreened candidates for Rochester have two auditions that are reviewed by faculty: the prescreened recording and
the live audition; this requirement allows regional candidates to have a similar audition review. Prescreened recordings from regional candidates are
reviewed if regional audition places are oversubscribed.

SPECIFICATIONS:
®  The recording must be submitted no later than December 1 with a complete online application and all required forms.
Recordings must have been made within the past 9 months, and must be 15-45 minutes in length, as required by repertory guidelines.
A CD recording is required for classical voice and piano; a DVD or videotape is not acceptable for either.
A DVD recording is strongly preferred for flute, guitar, harp, organ though a VHS videotape recording is permissible.
A DVD is strongly preferred for clatinet, percussion, and Graduate trumpet though a CD recording is permissible.
A DVD or CD recording is required for Violin applicants; videotape is not acceptable for violin.

Conducting applicants must submit a DVD or videotape (VHS format).

Review recordings for quality. Videotapes must be in VHS format and rewound to the beginning. International applicants should be sure
the material is recorded on, or converted to, NTSC format. (We are unable to view videotapes that are not in NTSC format.) If not
specified above, other candidates may submit a CD or DVD, cleatly marked as such. The applicant's name, instrument and degree
program must be on both the recording and the recording container. The applicant must submit the audition form with the audition
recording and detailed repertoire list.

Pianists who are not applying to the Piano Performance major but are applying only to othetr majors do not have a prescreening component
for piano and should not use this form. However, these applicants should submit the relevant supplementary form and materials for these
majors. Pianists who are applying to more than one major including the performance major are subject to prescreening consideration for the
performance component of their application. Pianists who are undergraduate transfer students applying to the Musical Arts Major are
subject to Prescreening.

Because of differences between prescreening repertory and audition repertory, applicants will not be able to use their prescreening recording as
their audition recording if unable to attend their Rochester audition unless their prescreening recording satisfies the live audition requirements; if
the prescreening recording does not satisfy the requirements, these candidates must submit an additional audition recording with the appropriate
audition requirements to arrive in Admissions no later than March 1.

Candidates who cannot attend a scheduled regional audition probably cannot be accommodated for a live Rochester audition because

of space limitations and because prescreening review for Rochester will have been completed. Candidatesa u di t i oni ng r eg
recording® cannot change their choice o0f-thastirehibntl talifatestwifl pni beable t e r
to audition by recording if their scheduled regional audition is not used.

Candidates auditioning by self-prepared recording (Audition Option III) are not prescreened but must submit a complete Audition Recording
according to the posted audition repertory, an Audition Repertory Form (not this Prescreening Form) and complete repertoire list with their
recording and matetials, mar ki ng tAWLDIrT Ir@N oR HG @dBidg M & last page of the Application Instructions.
