Teacher Assignment Policy 
It is the philosophy of the Eastman School of Music that students are accepted into the School and into a specific degree program.  The Office of 
Academic and Student Affairs then assigns students to the studio of a specific teacher, in consultation with faculty members.  (Note: at Eastman, 
the applied instrument or voice is taught by a faculty member, not by a graduate teaching assistant).  Where more than one teacher is available 
for a specific instrument (e.g., piano, voice, violin), the Dean balances three main factors: the student’s preference for a particular teacher; the 
teacher’s preference for a particular student; and the limitations on the size of each teacher’s studio.  
 

We understand that the assignment of the applied teacher can have a bearing on an individual’s choice of school.  Applicants who feel strongly 
about studying with a particular teacher are urged to contact that teacher well in advance of the audition so that the teacher may be made aware 
of the student’s interest.  (A letter may be sent to the teacher c/o the Eastman School of Music, 26 Gibbs Street, Rochester, NY, 14604.  E-mail 
contact information also may be found on our website: < www.esm.rochester.edu >.  If not submitted with the application by December 1, this 
form should ideally be returned before March 1 (and no later than April 15, 2009) for consideration; it should be mailed or faxed (585-232-8601) 
directly to the Admissions Office, not to faculty members or to the Dean’s Office.  Written confirmation of the applied studio 
assignment is generally mailed in June.  All questions regarding the assignment of teachers should be directed to the Office of the Associate 
Dean of Academic and Student Affairs (585-274-1020).
