Concertmaster Practicum where students in the program will meet with
leaders from all departments of the RPO, including Music Director (and possibly guest conductors), in order to learn the function of different
administrative departments of an orchestra (possible examples include CEO, Music Director, Guest Conductors, VP Artistic Operations, VP Finance,
VP Human Resources, VP Education and Outreach, and Personnel Manager)

* Mock Audition Capstone project is to be completed in final semester of study. Final capstone project will be a mock orchestral audition in front of
select ESM faculty and musicians from the RPO. In preparation for this final capstone project, students will perform multiple additional mock
auditions throughout the academic year for a variety of different audiences, including the Concertmaster Studies Program Coordinator, graduate
student conductors, guest artists, and others from Eastman and the broader musical community.
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
